Welcome to Corban University! We are excited to learn that you have expressed interest in joining the upcoming ESOL endorsement cohort. This endorsement will be completed over the course of one school year (late August to mid-June). There are four courses and a practicum, each course lasting 8 weeks. The first session of each class will be held in person, the remaining seven sessions will be online. Practicum will take place in your own classroom.

Coming up in May, we will hold a zoom meeting to give more information and answer specific questions you may have. Following this meeting, you will register for your first two classes which will start in the fall. Look for this meeting to be scheduled for a late afternoon or evening during the second week of May.

Payments for the program will be due in the fall, but we will need to get you registered this May for the fall semester. Once you have paid, you can submit for any reimbursement eligible from your school district. Registration for spring semester courses will happen in October and will be paid in December. Finally, you will register for your practicum experience in March. The district will pay Corban directly for EDU716 and your practicum once you are registered.

You will be responsible for the payment of 9 semester credits (3 classes, 3 credits each). Credits for this endorsement cost $350 each, making the cost of each course $1050.
